Read the assigned selection and write a response. 
Begin each response with the book title and the 
date of your journal entry. Example:

♦ Tell about what happened in the story. 
♦ Ask questions about things that confuse you or 

that you wonder about. 
♦ Describe your feelings about the events. 
♦ Describe your feelings about characters. 
♦ Copy down a quote from a character and tell 

why you think it’s meaningful. 
♦ Describe your favorite part. 
♦ Make a prediction about what will happen next. 
♦ Tell how you would react if you were one of the  

      characters in the story.  
♦ Describe a part that surprised you.  
♦ Does the author use any strong imagery in the 

story (similes, metaphors, etc.)? Give examples.  
♦ Write a letter to the author or a character. 
♦ Draw pictures or create graphic organizers. 
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
